— This
summer, the Davis Museum at
Wellesley College will host its
fourth-annual outdoor summer

In preparation for the
Museum’s fall’s major exhibition
Fatimah Tuggar: Home’s
Horizons, this year’s theme
explores futuristic technology.
The free screenings will take place during every other Thursday beginning on Thursday, June
27, and concluding on Thursday, August 8. The Davis Museum will also host its second-annual
Free Fun Fridays event on Friday, August 9, an annual statewide cultural event hosted by the
Highland Street Foundation.

“The film series is the perfect time for our local community, both on campus and beyond, to
enjoy the vitality of the Davis during the summer months,” said Arthurina Fears, Manager of
Museum Education and Programs. “Visitors will find fun connections between technology and
art through the films, gallery tours, and art-making activities.”

The films will be projected on a screen on the Davis Museum plaza. Visitors are welcome to
arrive as early as 7 p.m. for tours of the permanent collection inside the Davis and art-making
activities for all ages on the Davis Plaza, and get settled into their viewing spot before the movie
begins at sundown. At all screenings, there will be free popcorn, as well as beer for adults.
